
Automatic Eligibility criteria Evidence 

Applicant is in receipt of Higher Rate 
Mobility Component of Disability 
Living Allowance (HRMCDLA) 

An original HRMCDLA award letter 
dated within the last 12 months 

Applicant is in receipt of War 
Pensioners’ Mobility Supplement  

An original entitlement letter dated 
within the last 12 months 

Applicant is in receipt of Armed Forces 
Compensation Scheme (tariff 1-8)  

An original award letter, which also 
certifies that you have a permanent 
and substantial disability which causes 
inability to walk or very considerable 
difficulty walking  

People awarded Tariff 6, - Permanent 
Mental Disorder of the Armed Forces 
Compensation Scheme.  

An original award letter which 
demonstrates that the applicant has 
been awarded tariff 6 - Permanent 
Mental Disorder under the Armed 
Forces Compensation Scheme  

Applicant is registered as severely 
sight impaired under section 29(4)(g) 
of the National Assistance Act 1948  

An ophthalmologist report or 
CV1/BD8 form confirming that the 
person is “severely sight impaired 
(blind)” or registration with local 
authority as severely sight impaired  

People who receive Personal 
Independence Payment (PIP) as 
detailed:  
- Mobility Activity 1, descriptor f (12 
points);  
or  
- Mobility Activity 2, descriptors c, d, e 
or f  
(8 points or more)  

An original award letter that clearly 
details the score for each activity 
descriptor dated within the last 12 
months 

  



Discretionary Eligibility criteria Evidence 

Has a permanent and substantial 
disability which causes inability to 
walk or very considerable difficulty in 
walking 

Evidence of a relevant health 
specialist the applicants see; proof of 
this may be a letter or a previous 
health assessment which shows  
Walking aids used  
Excessive pain during and afterwards,  
Severe breathlessness,  
Distance they are able to walk,  
Length of time,  
Manner such as posture, rhythm, co-
ordination, balance and stride,  
Use of walking aids and oxygen; and  
Outdoor walking if different 

Drives a vehicle regularly, has a 
disability in both arms and is unable to 
operate, or has considerable difficulty 
in operation, of all or some types of 
parking equipment 

The applicants driving license should 
be coded as either of the following:  
40 – Adapted steering  
79 – Restricted to vehicles in 
conformity with the specifications 
stated in brackets 

People who have a special case 
terminal illness and a mobility 
impairment 

An original DS 1500 form or where 
relevant a supporting letter from 
McMillan nurse 

A child under three who, on account 
of condition, must always be 
accompanied by bulky medical 
equipment which cannot be carried 
around with the child without great 
difficulty 

Their application may include a letter 
from a paediatrician outlining the 
child’s medical condition and the 
requirement of one or more of the 
following types of equipment:  
Ventilators  
Suction machines  
Feed pumps  
Parental equipment  
Syringe drivers  
Oxygen administration equipment  
Continuous oxygen saturation 
monitoring equipment  
Casts and associated medical 
equipment for correction of his 
dysplasia 



A child under three who, on account 
of condition, must always be kept 
near a motor vehicle so that, if 
necessary, treatment for that 
condition can be given in the vehicle 
of the child can be taken quickly in the 
vehicle to a place where such 
treatment can be given 

A letter from a paediatrician outlining 
the child’s medical condition 

Applicant, as a result of a cognitive 
impairment is unable to follow the 
route of a familiar journey without the 
assistance of another person 
 

Evidence of attendance with the Local 
Health Board Memory Clinic, 
registration on the local authority 
learning disability register or a letter 
from a healthcare professional 
involved in the person’s treatment
