All hallways and stairs have
emergency lighting.

d. Prevention of Public Nuisance:- The premises plan to provide luxury
accommodation. Every attempt has been made to provide noise insulation
this includes the building of a porch, putting in double glazing and sound
proofing in all the rooms to keep noise to a minimum.
