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Annex 1 - MANDATORY CONDITIONS

1 Mandatory conditions where licence authorises supply of alcohol

(1) Where a premises licence authorises the supply of alcohol, the licence must include the following
conditions.
(2) The first condition is that no supply of alcohol may be made under the premises licence-
(a) at a time when there is no designated premises supervisor in respect of the premises
licence, or
(b) at a time when the designated premises supervisor does not hold a personal licence or his
personal licence is suspended.
(3) The second condition is that every supply of alcohol under the premises licence must be made or
authorised by a person who holds a personal licence.

2 Mandatory condition: exhibition of films

(1) Where a premises licence authorises the exhibition of films, the licence must include a condition
requiring the admission of children to the exhibition of any film to be restricted in accordance with this
section.
(2) Where the film classification body is specified in the licence, unless subsection (3)(b) applies,
admission of children must be restricted in accordance with any recommendation made by that body.
(3) Where-
(a) the film classification body is not specified in the licence, or
(b) the relevant licensing authority has notified the holder of the licence that this subsection
applies to the film in question, admission of children must be restricted in accordance with any
recommendation made by that licensing authority.
(4) In this section - "children" means persons aged under 18; and "film classification body" means the
person or persons designated as the authority under section 4 of the Video Recordings Act 1984
(c.39) (authority to determine suitability of video works for classification).

3 Mandatory condition: door supervision

(1) Where a premises licence includes a condition that at specified times one or more individuals
must be at the premises to carry out a security activity, the licence must include a condition that each
such individual must be licensed by the Security Industry Authority.
(2) But nothing in subsection (1) requires such a condition to be imposed-
(a) in respect of premises within paragraph 8(3)(a) of Schedule 2 to the Private Security
Industry Act 2001 (c.12) (premises with premises licenses authorising plays or films), or
(b) in respect of premises in relation to-
(i) any occasion mentioned in paragraph 8(3)(b) or (c) of that Schedule (premises being
used exclusively by club with club premises certificate, under a temporary event notice
authorising plays or films or under a gaming licence), or
(i) any occasion within paragraph 8(3)(d) of that Schedule (occasions prescribed by
regulations under that Act).
(3) For the purposes of this section-
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(a) "security activity" means an activity to which paragraph 2(1)(a) of that Schedule applies,

and
(b) paragraph 8(5) of that Schedule (interpretation of references to an occasion) applies as it
applies in relation to paragraph 8 of that Schedule.

The Licensing Act 2003 (Mandatory Licensing Conditions) Order 2014

With effect from 281" May 2014

1. Arelevant person shall ensure that no alcohol is sold or supplied for consumption on or off the
premises for a price which is less than the permitted price.

2. For the purposes of the condition set out in paragraph 1-
(a) “duty” is to be construed in accordance with the Alcoholic Liquor Duties Act 1979;
(b) “permitted price” is the price found by applying the formula —

P =D + (DxV)
where —
0] P is the permitted price

(i) D is the rate of duty chargeable in relation to the alcohol as if the duty were
charged on the date of the sale or supply of the alcohol, and

(i) Vs the rate of value added tax chargeable in relation to the alcohol as if the
value added tax were charged on the date of the sale or supply of the alcohol

(c) “relevant person” means, in relation to premises in respect of which there is in force a
premises licence —

() The holder of the premises licence,
(i) The designated premises supervisor (if any) in respect of such a licence, or

(i)  The personal licence holder who makes or authorises a supply of alcohol under
such a licence;

(d) “relevant person” means, in relation to premises in respect of which there is in force a
club premises certificate, any member or officer of the club present on the premises in a
capacity which enables the member or officer to prevent the supply in question; and

(e) “valued added tax” means value added tax charged in accordance with the Value
Added Tax Act 1994

3. Where the permitted price given by Paragraph (b) of paragraph 2 would (apart from this
paragraph) not be a whole number of pennies, the price given by that sub-paragraph shall be
taken to be the price actually given by that sub-paragraph rounded up to the nearest penny.
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4. (1) Sub-paragraph (2) applies where the permitted price by Paragraph (b) of paragraph 2 on a
day (“the first day”) would be different from the permitted price on the next day (“the second day”)
as a result of a change to the rate of duty or value added tax.

(2) The permitted price which would apply on the first day applies to sales or supplies of alcohol
which take place before the expiry of the period of 14 days beginning on the second day.

The Licensing Act 2003 (Mandatory Licensing Conditions) (Amendment) Order 2014

The below Mandatory Conditions replace the Licensing Act 2003 (Mandatory Licensing Conditions)
Order 2010 and comes into effect on 15t October 2014

Conditions 1 to 4 refer to all premises that sell or supply alcohol for consumption on the
premises. Condition 3 is relevant to Premises that sell for consumption off the premises.

1. (1) The responsible person must ensure that staff on relevant premises do not carry out, arrange or
participate in any irresponsible promotions in relation to the premises.

(2) In this paragraph, an irresponsible promotion means any one or more of the following activities, or
substantially similar activities, carried on for the purpose of encouraging the sale or supply of alcohol
for consumption on the premises—

(a) games or other activities which require or encourage, or are designed to require or encourage,
individuals to—
(i) drink a quantity of alcohol within a time limit (other than to drink alcohol sold or supplied on
the premises before the cessation of the period in which the responsible person is authorised
to sell or supply alcohol), or
(i) drink as much alcohol as possible (whether within a time limit or otherwise);
(b) provision of unlimited or unspecified quantities of alcohol free or for a fixed or discounted fee to
the public or to a group defined by a particular characteristic in a manner which carries a significant
risk of undermining a licensing objective;
(c) provision of free or discounted alcohol or any other thing as a prize to encourage or reward the
purchase and consumption of alcohol over a period of 24 hours or less in a manner which carries a
significant risk of undermining a licensing objective;
(d) selling or supplying alcohol in association with promotional posters or flyers on, or in the vicinity of,
the premises which can reasonably be considered to condone, encourage or glamorise anti-social
behaviour or to refer to the effects of drunkenness in any favourable manner;
(e) dispensing alcohol directly by one person into the mouth of another (other than where that other
person is unable to drink without assistance by reason of disability).

2. The responsible person must ensure that free potable water is provided on request to customers
where it is reasonably available.

3. (1) The premises licence holder or club premises certificate holder must ensure that an age
verification policy is adopted in respect of the premises in relation to the sale or supply of alcohol.
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(2) The designated premises supervisor in relation to the premises licence must ensure that the

supply of alcohol at the premises is carried on in accordance with the age verification policy.

(3) The policy must require individuals who appear to the responsible person to be under 18years of
age (or such older age as may be specified in the policy) to produce on request, before being served
alcohol, identification bearing their photograph, date of birth and either—

(a) a holographic mark, or

(b) an ultraviolet feature.

4. The responsible person must ensure that—

(a) where any of the following alcoholic drinks is sold or supplied for consumption on the premises
(other than alcoholic drinks sold or supplied having been made up in advance ready for sale or supply
in a securely closed container) it is available to customers in the following measures—

() beer or cider: % pint;

(i) gin, rum, vodka or whisky: 25 ml or 35 ml; and

(iii) still wine in a glass: 125 ml;
(b) these measures are displayed in a menu, price list or other printed material which is available to
customers on the premises; and
(c) where a customer does not in relation to a sale of alcohol specify the quantity of alcohol to be
sold, the customer is made aware that these measures are available.”

Ddigwyddiadau), 220 (Bar, Lolfa, Ystafell Gyfarfod a'r Bwyty).

Gwrthodir mynediad i unrhyw un sy’n ymddwyn yn afreolus neu’n feddw. Gofynnir i
unrhyw un sy’n ymddwyn mewn ffordd afreolus ar y safle i adael.

Cesglir poteli a gwydrau’n rheolaidd.

Ni ddylid mynd ag unrhyw boteli heb eu hagor o’r safle yn ystod digwyddiad os ydyn
nhw’n debygol o gael eu pasio i rai dan oed.

Bydd gwydrau plastig ar gael yn ystod rhai achlysuron yn 6l disgresiwn y Goruchwyliwr

Ni werthir alcohol i grwpiau mawr o bobl i sicrhau bod staff y bar yn gallu monitro ar
gyfer pwy mae’r alcohol.

c) Diogelwch Cyhoeddus

Bydd staff drysau SIA cofrestredig yn bresennol pan gynhelir digwyddiad fel y manylir
uchod.

Cydymffurfir ac ymgysylltir yn rheolaidd &’r awdurdod tan.

Bydd yr holl offer tdn yn cael ei wirio a’i gynnal yn rheolaidd.

Bydd y niferoedd uchaf a ganiateir yn unol &'r manylion uchod. Bydd staff drysau ar
ddyletswydd a bydd y Goruchwyliwr Safle Dynodedig yn sicrhau bod y safle’n cadw at y
niferoedd uchaf hyn.

Darperir cwsmeriaid & rhifau tacsis lleol.
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d) Atal Niwsans Cyhoeddus

Polisi goddef dim tuag at ymddygiad gwrthgymdeithasol.

Bydd staff drysau SIA cofrestredig yn monitro ymddygiad, ac felly hefyd y Goruchwyliwr
Safle Dynodedig a Deiliaid y Drwydded Bersonol.

Mae manylion dyletswyddau a chyfrifoldebau’r staff drysau i’'w gweld uchod.

Dim hyrwyddo diodydd rhad na gwerthu meintiau mawr o alcohol.

Bydd lefelau’r gerddoriaeth bob amser dan reolaeth ac yn 6l disgresiwn y Goruchwyliwr
Safle Dynodedig.

Ni werthir alcohol i unrhyw rai sydd wedi meddwi neu sy’n ymddwyn yn afreolus.

Pan chwaraeir cerddoriaeth fyw, cedwir y ffenestri a’r drysau ar gau lle bo angen fel nad
yw’r swn yn amharu ar eraill.

Atgoffir cwsmeriaid wrth iddyn nhw adael y safle i adael yn dawel a pharchu anghenion

y trigolion lleol. Arddangosir hysbysiadau ger yr allanfeydd yn nodi hynny.

e) Atal Plant Rhag Niwed

Ni werthir alcohol i bobl dan 18 oed. Gofynnir am ddogfen adnabod oddi wrth unrhyw
bobl ifanc sy’n ceisio prynu alcohol.

Y Goruchwyliwr Safle Dynodedig ac aelodau staff allweddol i'w briffio ar faterion plant
ac i fod yn wyliadwrus ym mhresenoldeb plant, gan roi sylw i les plant. Lle bo’n briodol,
gofynnir i Rieni i fonitro ymddygiad eu plentyn.
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Annex 2 - Conditions consistent with the operating Schedule

a) General

Members of staff will be made fully aware of the Licensing Laws and Objectives.

b) The Prevention of Crime and Disorder

Zero tolerance towards drugs and anti social behaviour.

SIA licensed doorstaff will be required at the ratio of 1 to the first 100 persons and 1 for
every subsequent 100 persons or part thereof on the following occasions: Where live or
recorded music and dancing is an integral part of the entertainment and - a. the
premises open their doors to the general public either by way of advanced ticket sales
or payment at the door or — b. the premises are used by an outside organisation who
sell advance tickets or take payment at the door — EXCEPT: At the discretion of the
Management for those functions which are considered private e.g. wedding parties.
During large functions the DPS will also be monitoring entry.

The maximum occupancy will be in accordance with fire authority specifications —
namely 540 (Function Room), 220 (Hotel Bar, Lounge, Meeting Room and Restaurant).
Entry will be refused to any person acting in a disorderly manner or in an intoxicated
condition. Any persons acting in a disorderly manner within the premises will be asked
to leave.

Regular bottle and glass collection.

No unopened bottles to be removed from the premises during a function if there is a
likelihood of them being passed to minors.

Plastic glasses are to be made available on certain functions at the discretion of the
DPS.

No sale of alcohol to large groups of persons to ensure bar staff can monitor who the
alcohol is for.

No promotion of cheap or large bulk of alcohol e.g. happy hour.

c) Public Safety

Doorstaff registered by SIA present when there is a function as detailed above.
Regular compliance and Liaison with fire authority.

All fire equipment regularly checked and maintained.

Maximum occupancy as detailed above doorstaff on duty and DPS will ensure that
these levels of occupancy are maintained.

Local taxi numbers provided to customers.
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d) Prevention of Public Nuisance

e Zero tolerance towards anti social behaviour.

e Doorstaff registered with SIA will monitor behaviour as will DPS and Personal Licence
Holders.

e Duties and responsibilities of doorstaff are detailed above.

e No drinks promotion for cheap or sale of large amounts of alcohol.

e Levels of music will at all times be under the control and at the discretion of the DPS.

e No sale of alcohol to any persons in an intoxicated condition or acting disorderly.

e When live music takes place windows and doors will be closed where necessary to
prevent noise pollution.

e Customers are reminded on leaving the premises to leave quietly and to respect the
needs of local residents. Notices will be displayed at points of exit to that effect.

e) Protection of Children from Harm
e No alcohol sold to persons under 18. ID will be requested from all young persons
attempting to purchase alcohol.
e DPS and key members of staff to be briefed on child issues and to be vigilant in the
presence of children showing regard to childrens welfare. Where appropriate Parents
will be asked to monitor Childs behaviour.
