Annex 2 - Conditions consistent with the operating Schedule

Premises subject to embedded conditions converted under Licensing Act
1964 except Section 68 (Supper Hour Certificate).

General-all licensing objectives:- All staff are made aware of the
requirements of the Licensing Act 2003 and have to comply with the
relevant parts of the Act. The doors will be closed by midnight and
no further customers will be admitted after that. There will be 30
minutes drinking up time for gradual departure from premises.
Prevention of Crime and Disorder:- Staff are required not to serve
anyone who is drunk or behaving in an unacceptable manner. Toilet
access is clear from the Bar. A taxi service is promoted to assist with
onward journeys.

Public Safety:- The premises have been inspected by the Fire
Authority and there are signs for fire exits. There are fire
extinguishers and emergency lighting on the premises. Current
electrical certificate in force. First aid box available.

Prevention of Public Nuisance:- Noise levels are monitored to avoid
disturbance to neighbouring properties. Sale of alcohol is refused to
anyone deemed to be under the influence. Patrons are required to
leave quietly to avoid disturbing local residents.

Protection of Children from Harm:- Unaccompanied children are not
permitted. Children are only allowed in the lounge/eating area and
not in the bar. All staff are required to ask for proof of age whenever
deemed necessary. There will be signs in the Bar prohibiting direct
or indirect sale of alcohol to under 18’s.

Matters Agreed:

e Remove Section 68 Licensing Act 1964 (Supper Hour Certificate).

o  We will not allow drunken, violent and quarrelsome behaviour. Persons behaving as such
will be asked to leave and if necessary the Police informed.

o Remove the offering under Prevention of Crime and Disorder that 2 people will be on duty
on the Premises.

e CCTV to be installed inside and outside the premises by 10" March 2006. Footage to be kept
for 30 days minimum.

e Signs asking customers to leave quietly. Persons who ignore requests will be banned from
premises.

e Persons under 16 will only be allowed in the restaurant. No under 18’s on premises after
midnight.

e Hours adjusted Mon-Fri to 0100 Hrs. Opening hours on Sat to 0200 Hrs.
