Annex 2 - Conditions consistent with the operating Schedule

The following conditions are attached to the Premises Licence detailed above:

premises on New Year's Eve and the beginning of the permitted hours in
the premises on the following day (or, if there are no permitted hours in
the premises on that day, midnight on New Year's Eve).

A period of 20 minutes is allowed at the end of each period for the
consumption of intoxicating liquor on the premises.

The Premises Licence will be subject to the imposition of all embedded
conditions converted from the Licensing Act 1964.
