Annex 2 - Conditions consistent with the operating Schedule

General- all four licensing objectives

e The licensee and bar staff will have full knowledge of the Licensing Act
2003 and its requirements to comply with it

The prevention of crime and disorder

e Supervision of behaviour of customers in and around the premises. Staff
instructed not to admit or serve customers who behave in a drunk or
disorderly fashion

Public safety

e The hotel complies with Health and Safety precautions regulations which
include fire alarms, extinguishers, smoke detectors, signs and fire
certificate

e Overall maintenance checked regularly

The prevention of public nuisance

e Supervision of unruly behaviour and excessive noise and consideration for
neighbours and local property
e Steps taken to avoid disturbance when recorded music is being played

The protection of children from harm

e Children allowed to eat in the restaurant accompanied by parents /
guardians, and in to the function room for private parties

e Staff instructed that it is an offence to serve alcohol to under 18’s and
signs are posted at the bars prohibiting supply to under 18’s
