Annex 1 - Mandatory conditions  
 
Mandatory conditions where licence authorises supply of alcohol 
 
(2) No supply of alcohol may be made under the premises licence- 
 

(a) at a time when there is no designated premises supervisor in 
respect of the premises licence, or 

(b) at a time when the designated premises supervisor does not hold a 
personal licence or his personal licence is suspended. 

 
(2) Every supply of alcohol under the premises licence must be made or 

authorised by a person who holds a personal licence. 
 
Mandatory condition where the premises licence includes a Condition that 
at specified times one or more individuals must be at the premises to carry 
out a security activity: 
 
(1) Each such individual must be licensed by the Security Industry Authority. 
 
(2) But nothing in (1) above requires such a condition to be imposed— 

(a) in respect of premises within paragraph 8(3)(a) of Schedule 2 to the 
Private Security Industry Act 2001 (c. 12) (premises with premises 
licences authorising plays or films), or 

(b) in respect of premises in relation to— 
(i) any occasion mentioned in paragraph 8(3)(b) or (c) of that 

Schedule (premises being used exclusively by club with club 
premises certificate, under a temporary event notice 
authorising plays or films or under a gaming licence), or 

(ii)  any occasion within paragraph 8(3)(d) of that Schedule 
(occasions prescribed by regulations under that Act). 

 
(3)  For the purposes of this section— 

(a)  “security activity” means an activity to which paragraph 2(1)(a) of 
that Schedule applies, and 

(b)  paragraph 8(5) of that Schedule (interpretation of references to an 
occasion) applies as it applies in relation to paragraph 8 of that 
Schedule. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



    

The Licensing Act 2003 (Mandatory Licensing Conditions) Order 2010 
 
With effect from 6th April 2010 
1. (1) The responsible person shall take all reasonable steps to ensure that 
staff on relevant premises do not carry out, arrange or participate in any 
irresponsible promotions in relation to the premises.  
 (2) In this paragraph, an irresponsible promotion means any one or more 
of the following activities, or substantially similar activities, carried on for the 
purpose of encouraging the sale or supply of alcohol for consumption on the 
premises in a manner which carries a significant risk of leading or contributing to 
crime and disorder, prejudice to public safety, public nuisance, or harm to 
children – 
  (a) games or other activities which require or encourage, or are 
designed to require or encourage, individuals to- 
   (i) drink a quantity of alcohol within a time limit (other than to 
drink alcohol sold or supplied on the premises before the cessation of the period 
in which the responsible person is authorised to sell or supply alcohol), or 
   (ii) drink as much alcohol as possible (whether within a time 
limit or otherwise); 
  (b) provision of unlimited or unspecified quantities of alcohol free or 
for a fixed or discounted fee to the public or to a group defined by a particular 
characteristic (other than any promotion or discount available to an individual in 
respect of alcohol for consumption at a table meal, as defined in section 159 of 
the Act ); 
  (c) provision of free or discounted alcohol or any other thing as a 
prize to encourage or reward the purchase and consumption of alcohol over a 
period of 24 hours or less; 
  (d) provision of free or discounted alcohol in relation to the viewing 
on the premises of a sporting event, where that provision is dependent on- 
   (i) the outcome of a race, competition or other event or 
process, or 
   (ii) the likelihood of anything occurring or not occurring; 
  (e) selling or supplying alcohol in association with promotional 
posters or flyers on, or in the vicinity of, the premises which can reasonably be 
considered to condone, encourage or glamorise anti-social behaviour or to refer 
to the effects of drunkenness in any favourable manner. 
 
2. The responsible person shall ensure that no alcohol is dispensed directly 
by one person into the mouth of another (other than where that other person is 
unable to drink without assistance by reason of a disability). 
 
3. The responsible person shall ensure that free tap water is provided on 
request to customers where it is reasonably available. 
 
 
 



    

 
 
With effect from 1st October 2010 
4. (1) The premsies licence holder or club premises certificate holder shall 
ensure that an age verification policy applies to the premises in relation to the 
sale or supply of alcohol. 
 (2) The policy must require individuals who appear to the responsible 
person to be under 18 years of age (or such older age as may be specified in the 
policy) to produce on request, before being served alcohol, identification bearing 
their photograph, date of birth and a holographic mark. 
 
5. The responsible person shall ensure that – 
 (a) where any of the following alcoholic drinks is sold or supplied for 
consumption on the premises (other than alcoholic drinks sold or supplied having 
been made up in advance ready for sale or supply in a securely closed container) 
it is avilable to customers in the following measures – 
  (i) beer or cider: ½ pint 
  (ii) gin, rum, vodka or whisky: 25ml or 35ml; and 
  (iii) still wine in a glass: 125ml; and 
 (b) customers are made aware of the avilability of these measures. 
 



    

 

Annex 2 - Conditions consistent with the operating Schedule 
 
 

a) General – each of the four licensing objectives (b,c,d,e) (Read guidance 
note 9). 
The Eisteddfod  is a cultural family event which has been held annually for 75 
years and is acknowleged as a safe place where children can roam without the 
constant supervision of their parents. The site is completely enclosed with a 
safety fence and controlled access, so that there are no unknown visitors.   
 
b) Prevention of crime and disorder 
Alcohol will be sold only with  food  i.e. no general bar and no units or exhibit 
stands will be able to sell alcohol at all.  The Field Manager, chief officers of the 
Urdd, chief stewards and safety officers will be in contact with each other by 
means of a radio system and also have contact with the Police on the field as 
well. 
A “nurse call” system i.e. a special button  located in the main structures e.g. 
Pavilion, Dance/Choral hall, Mr Urdd Cafe, Welcome Tent will be connected to 
pagers which the Eisteddfod chief  officers will have,  in order to call for  
assistance during a crisis. 
 

c) Public safety 
The site will be prepared following current guidelines and rules regarding 
preparations and provisions required on the Eisteddfod field and similar events,  
with the number of day visitors between  23,000 and 25,000.  But a maximum of 
approximately 4,500 a day will be using the licensed areas at any one time.  The 
temporary structures conform with the appropriate Fire and structural standards.  
An Emergency Plan is being prepared in conjunction with appropriate agencies 
and services.  An inspection will be carried out every day before any structure is 
opened to the public.  Where there is specific seating, the public will not be 
admitted unless there are empty seats for them.   Nobody will be allowed to 
stand in the aisles between seats or sit on steps where there are raised steps in 
order to ensure that the maximum number allowed is not exceeded. The site has 
been planned to be as suitable as possible for the disabled.  There are specific 
places for wheelchairs inside the pavilion, with stewards supervising them.  
There will be First Aid on the field following ‘The Event Safety Guide’ with a 
specific First Aid site and an ambulance, paramedics and First Aid Officers on 
the field. There will be temporary roads around the field in the form of ‘trakway 
aluminium’ in order to ensure that fire engines/ambulances are within a certain 
distance of each structure on the field.  In cooperation with the Fire Brigade there 
will be a specific water supply (Fire Hydrants) located around the field boundary.  
A special ‘golf buggy’  will be adapted to carry a stretcher used  by the 
ambulance service where it is more appropriate to move the patient.  Any 
electrical fixture will have to be set up and tested by qualified electricians.  
Certificates will be awarded after tests have been completed and they will be 
available for viewing in the Eisteddfod safety files.   



    

  
Apart from legal documents concerning this type of event, the planning of the 
event follows guidelines which have been set by the HSE ‘The Event Safety 
Guide’ and CACFOA No.8 District Fire Committee Guidelines to Fire Safety – 
Fire Safety Standards concerning: the National Eisteddfod of Wales/ Urdd 
Gobaith Cymru National Eisteddfod.  Version 1 of the Safety and Emergency 
Plans for the 2010 Eisteddfod is available and a final copy will be available and 
can be seen in the event’s Safety File. 
Also the ‘D2 – System for Serving of Alcohol – Ceredigion Application’ notes how 
the Urdd will control the sale of alcohol on the Eisteddfod field.     
   
 

d) Prevention of public nuisance 
The Eisteddfod field has been planned  in order to cause as little sound pollution 
as possible to  nearby residents.  Safety lights are provided at the main site and 
also floodlights in  the car park when the day’s events come to an end.  The 
floodlights in the car park are put out by 24:00 if not sooner and we are looking at 
whether there is light trespass on nearby properties and roads. 
 
e) Protection of children from harm 
The Eisteddfod is an event planned especially for children and is considered 
‘child friendly’.  Every member of the Urdd staff has passed a CRB check.  All 
members of staff who are in contact with children during Eisteddfod week have to 
have a CRB check e.g. sound technicians who fix radio microphones on children.

D2 – System for the serving of alcohol – Ceredigion’s application 
 
Department of the Eisteddfod and the Arts 
 
System for the serving of alcohol 
The Urdd National Eisteddfod 2010 
 

1. The intention is to serve alcohol in specific locations on the Eisteddfod 
field and as a result to the decision of the Eisteddfod Board and the 
Council in June 2009.  The relevant clause in the report on the Cardiff Bay 
Eisteddfod was: 

 

One obvious characteristic this year as in 2005, was the sale of alcohol on the 
Eisteddfod field, along with the provision in evening receptions.  The response to 
the fact that alcohol could be enjoyed on the field was very encouraging and a 
new element was created in the Eisteddfod field throughout the week.  No 
negative report has been received about the provision. 
 
RECOMMENDATION: that the Urdd secures a license to sell alcohol on the 
Eisteddfod field in order to serve alcohol within specific locations. 
 

2. The specific locations are:  
 

2.1. A specific area within the food area called Y Bwyty; 
2.2. An area where receptions are held. 

 
3. The Bwyty 

 
3.1 Annually, we set up a Caffi Mistar Urdd in order to provide food and drink 

for the eisteddfodgoers.  As part of that structure, we have a separate food 
area for adjudicators, stewards and staff so that they are not a part of the 
‘public’ area.  Advantage is taken of the same structure and location in 
order not to duplicate kitchen and staff resources etc, and therefore the 
core cost of the structure, resources, staffing which is relevant to both 
areas.   

 
3.2 Our intention is to have another area connected to the present structure 

creating a separate area for serving alcohol i.e Y Bwyty (see the plan).  As 
you can see the Mistar Urdd Cafe will continue in one big building with a 
separate food area for the adjudicators, stewarts and staff.  The Bwyty is 
in an other separate area.  The Food Hall (exhibition) is connected to the 
Bwyty.   

 
3.3 The Mistar Urdd Cafe catering contract goes out to tender annually and 

the Capitol Cuisnie from Cardiff has won the contract the last few years. 
 



    

3.4 We have already been holding discussions with officers in the Assembly’s 
Food, Fisheries and Marketing Development Division in order to ensure 
that we provide quality food in the Bwyty.  The intention is to have this 
area alongside a new Food Hall which will promote the winners of True 
Taste Wales and exhibit producers from Wales and companies from 
Ceredigion.  All will be a part of Food Holidays Wales.  The Assembly’s 
Food, Fisheries and Marketing Development Division  is eager to co-
operate in order to ensure that the Bwyty and the Food Hall is successful.  
They note that this is an additional development and resource for the 
Eisteddfod and is a plan that will be supported.  They will cooperate and 
consult the Urdd from the viewpoint of choosing a catering company, 
systems operated, prepare a menu and give advice on furnishing and the 
general nature of the Bwyty. 

 
3.5 The Bwyty offers a different menu to what is usually seen on the 

Eisteddfod field, a healthy, Welsh menu.  It will all convey the correct 
message about food and healthy eating. 

 
3.6 Access and Stewards    

i) Access to the food area for staff, adjudicators and stewarts will be 
from one direction only.  Access to the Mistar Urdd Cafe is through 
the doors by the patio.  Access to the Bwyty is through the Bwyty 
patio.  It will be possible to walk between the Mistar Urdd Cafe and 
the Bwyty through an internal door and it will be possible to walk 
between the Food Hall and the Bwyty through an internal door. 

ii) Each door and entrance into the Bwyty will have  Security Industry 
Authority qualified stewarts.  There will be no access for children 
and young people under 21 or who appear to be under 21, unless 
they are accompanied by adults over 21 years of age.  No one 
under 21 or who appears to be under 21 can buy alcohol and no 
one under 21 can drink alcohol. 

iii) We shall be a part of a wider and successful campaign, Challenge 
25, part of a campaign to control the sale of alcohol to people under 
25 years of age.   A form of identity will be required as proof of age. 

iv) There will be a patio area in front of the Bwyty.  No one will be 
allowed to leave the area with an alcoholic drink.   No one is 
allowed to wander around the field carrying alcohol. 

v) There will be another patio area in front of the Mistar Urdd Cafe. It 
will not be possible to go from one patio to the other. 

 
3.7 The Bwyty will provide wines and bottled beer.  No spirits or draught beer 

will be available.  The bottles will be displayed behind the counter and 
people will be required to ask and accept alcohol from a member of staff. 

 
3.8 The catering company which wins the tender has to conform with the 

relevant laws and regulations and also follow the Urdd guidelines.  The  



    

Assembly’s Food, Fisheries and Marketing Development Division is a part 
of the process of appointing the company. 

 
3.9 This area is on the boundary with the Caravan Park.  It is intended in the 

evenings to move and open the fence so that the Bwyty becomes part of 
the Caravan Park.  We will be able to offer this provision to caravaners so 
that they can enjoy an evening meal and it will be an additional  resource 
for the Caravan Park.  The same rules and regulations will apply in the 
evening. 

 
3.10 A team of staff under the director is already supervising and monitoring 

events in the stands on the Eisteddfod field.  A member of this team will 
have special responsibility for the supervision of this area and therefore 
there is another tier of supervision to the trained staff at the Bwyty and 
qualified stewarts (SIA). 

 
4. Receptions Area 

 
The second location for serving alcohol is the area where receptions are 
arranged by the Urdd lunchtime and during the evening, near the Office.  
This arrangement is available to any other body to hold a reception or 
launch there during the festival and usually the BBC and the local 
authority holds receptions there.  Our intention in 2010 is for the Urdd to 
hold two big receptions.  On other days the Urdd will hold smaller 
receptions for sponsors and people associated with the ceremonies.  We 
will also hold small receptions for the winners of the main ceremonies and 
the press at the end of the afternoon. 
 
Our intention is to serve alcohol at the lunchtime receptions but not at the 
receptions for winners at the end of the afternoon. 
 
Receptions will be held before the evening events either by the Urdd or by 
a sponsor.  Our intention is to serve alcohol at the evening receptions. 
 
Access to the area during the receptions will be confined to those who are 
invited.  The Challenge 25 element will be relevant to the receptions.  
 

5. Other stands 
No stands or institution will have the right to sell alcohol on the Eisteddfod 
field.  However institutions can hold receptions serving alcohol either in 
the receptions area or on their own stands under conditions stipulated by 
the Urdd, which includes: 

• A warning beforehand that the event will be held and written 
permission given (there will be a clause in the guidelines and 
regulations for those with stands, outlining this). 



    

• The occasion must be an ‘event’, e.g. a launch, celebration, with 
an official guest list. 

• The same regulations and guidelines as the Bwyty and the 
reception area regarding  stewarts, age etc
