Annex 1 - Mandatory conditions

Mandatory conditions where licence authorises supply of alcohol

No supply of alcohol may be made under the premises licence-

The Licensing Act 2003 (Mandatory Licensing Conditions) Order 2014

With effect from 28t May 2014

1. Arelevant person shall ensure that no alcohol is sold or supplied for
consumption on or off the premises for a price which is less than the
permitted price.

2. For the purposes of the condition set out in paragraph 1-

(a) “duty” is to be construed in accordance with the Alcoholic Liquor
Duties Act 1976(6);

(b) “permitted price” is the price found by applying the formula —

P =D + (DxV)
where —

(i)

(iii)

P is the permitted price

D is the rate of duty chargeable in relation to the alcohol as if
the duty were charged on the date of the sale or supply of
the alcohol, and

V is the rate of value added tax chargeable in relation to the
alcohol as if the value added tax were charged on the date
of the sale or supply of the alcohol

(c) “relevant person” means, in relation to premises in respect of which
there is in force a premises licence —

(i)

The holder of the premises licence,

The designated premises supervisor (if any) in respect of
such a licence, or

The personal licence holder who makes or authorises a
supply of alcohol under such a licence;

(d) “relevant person” means, in relation to premises in respect of which
there is in force a club premises certificate, any member or officer
of the club present on the premises in a capacity which enables the
member or officer to prevent the supply in question; and

(e) “valued added tax” means value added tax charged in accordance
with the Value Added Tax Act 1997(7)



3. Where the permitted price given by Paragraph (b) of paragraph 2
would (apart from this paragraph) not be a whole number of pennies,
the price given by that sub-paragraph shall be taken to be the price
actually given by that sub-paragraph rounded up to the nearest penny.

4. (1) Sub-paragraph (2) applies where the permitted price by Paragraph
(b) of paragraph 2 on a day (“the first day”) would be different from the
permitted price on the next day (“the second day”) as a result of a
change to the rate of duty or value added tax.

(2) The permitted price which would apply on the first day applies to
sales or supplies of alcohol which take place before the expiry of the
period of 14 days beginning on the second day.



The Licensing Act 2003 (Mandatory Licensing Conditions) (Amendment) Order
2014

The below Mandatory Conditions replace the Licensing Act 2003 (Mandatory
Licensing Conditions) Order 2010 and comes into effect on 15t October 2014

Conditions 1 to 4 refer to all premises that sell or supply alcohol for
consumption on the premises. Condition 3 is relevant to Premises that sell
for consumption off the premises.

1. (1) The responsible person must ensure that staff on relevant premises do not
carry out, arrange or participate in any irresponsible promotions in relation to the
premises.

(2) In this paragraph, an irresponsible promotion means any one or more of the
following activities, or substantially similar activities, carried on for the purpose of
encouraging the sale or supply of alcohol for consumption on the premises—

(a) games or other activities which require or encourage, or are designed to
require or encourage, individuals to—

(1) drink a quantity of alcohol within a time limit (other than to drink alcohol sold or
supplied on the premises before the cessation of the period in which the
responsible person is authorised to sell or supply alcohol), or

(i) drink as much alcohol as possible (whether within a time limit or otherwise);

(b) provision of unlimited or unspecified quantities of alcohol free or for a fixed or
discounted fee to the public or to a group defined by a particular characteristic in
a manner which carries a significant risk of undermining a licensing objective;

(c) provision of free or discounted alcohol or any other thing as a prize to
encourage or reward the purchase and consumption of alcohol over a period of
24 hours or less in a manner which carries a significant risk of undermining a
licensing objective;

(d) selling or supplying alcohol in association with promotional posters or flyers
on, or in the vicinity of, the premises which can reasonably be considered to
condone, encourage or glamorise anti-social behaviour or to refer to the effects
of drunkenness in any favourable manner;

(e) dispensing alcohol directly by one person into the mouth of another (other
than where that other person is unable to drink without assistance by reason of
disability).



2. The responsible person must ensure that free potable water is provided on
request to customers where it is reasonably available.

3. (1) The premises licence holder or club premises certificate holder must
ensure that an age verification policy is adopted in respect of the premises in
relation to the sale or supply of alcohol.

(2) The designated premises supervisor in relation to the premises licence must
ensure that the supply of alcohol at the premises is carried on in accordance with
the age verification policy.

(3) The policy must require individuals who appear to the responsible person to
be under 18years of age (or such older age as may be specified in the policy) to
produce on request, before being served alcohol, identification bearing their
photograph, date of birth and either—

(a) a holographic mark, or
(b) an ultraviolet feature.
4. The responsible person must ensure that—

(a) where any of the following alcoholic drinks is sold or supplied for consumption
on the premises (other than alcoholic drinks sold or supplied having been made
up in advance ready for sale or supply in a securely closed container) it is
available to customers in the following measures—

(i) beer or cider: ¥z pint;
(i) gin, rum, vodka or whisky: 25 ml or 35 ml; and
(i) still wine in a glass: 125 ml;

(b) these measures are displayed in a menu, price list or other printed material
which is available to customers on the premises; and

(c) where a customer does not in relation to a sale of alcohol specify the quantity
of alcohol to be sold, the customer is made aware that these measures are
available.”



Annex 2 - Conditions consistent with the operating Schedule

Promotion of Licensing Objectives:

1.

General — All four licensing objectives:

No alterations or additions to premises shall be made except with the prior
approval of the licensing authority.

All parts of the premises, and all fixtures and fittings therin including
seating, door fastenings and notices, floors, carpets and furnishings shall
be kept clean and maintained in good order to the satisfaction of the
licensing authority.

The public part of the premises shall be kept properly and sufficiently
ventilated and heated.

No unlawful lottery or game shall be permitted on the premises.

There will always be a responsible person over 18 years old supervising
when the bar is open.

Only one drink per customer will be allowed to be purchased at last orders
(unless they are resident).

Staff will be trained in licensing law as appropriate and all team members
and door staff will be instructed to familiarise themselves with the
premises licence terms and conditions.

Prevention of Crime and Disorder:

Lighting exterior areas-the vicinity of hotel is well lit.

Violence-the venue will never promote cheap alcohol as a sole attraction.
There is a selective, but non discriminative policy on who is allowed entry
to the bar.

Exclusion of troublemakers — Anyone who looks at all doubtful, through
dress or behaviour is refused entry.

Drug dealing and Abuse — The presence of supervisors who constantly
survey and are vigilant will protect against the premises being used for
drugs. Staff are trained in what to look for.

Entry is restricted by the house policy which is strict and covers standards
of dress and behaviour but is non discriminative.

We will not permit drunk, violent, quarrelsome or disorderly conduct.
Anyone behaving in this way will be removed from site and if necessary
the police will be informed.

We will join pubwatch by July 2008 and attend meetings regularly.

Public Safety:

Fire-the licensee will comply with any reasonable fire prevention and
safety measures that may be required of him by the chief fire officer in
ceredigion.

All exit doors will be fully openable during hours the premises are open to
the public.

There is a fire plan for the premises.

There is an annual fire inspection as we are a hotel.

All signs and panic bolts will comply with standard conditions required by
the fire authority.

All exit routes will be kept clear from obstruction.

There will be adequate lighting to the satisfaction of all authorities.

Toilet facilities provided are kept in good repair and clean.

All fixtures and furnishings must be safe for public use.

Public liability insurance from a reputable supplier will be in place.

First aid kit and signs showing where it is available at all times.

. Prevention of Public Nuisance:

People leaving in a noisy or boistrous manner after dark are marshalled
from the premises and if persistent are banned.

Customers congregating outside this premises are moved on.

Noise levels will be kept down in the interests of hotel residents and those
living nearby.

Where a function is booked involving a lot of people leaving late at night,
arrangements will be made in advance to ensure adequate transport is
available by the function organiser.

Notices will be put up in advance of functions or events, asking guests to
leave quietly.

Staff will assess noise levels and adjust them if requested by residents of
the hotel or local residents or officers.

There will be a noise limiter on site

. Protection of Children from Harm:

Children under 16 will not be allowed access to licensed areas
unaccompanied by an adult.

Staff will be trained to accept only photographic evidence that would
convince a reasonable person that an individual is over 18, before
allowing a sale of alcohol or consumption of alcohol.

Reasonable evidence would be an ID card from Validate UK, Portman or
similar, a UK driving licence with a photo or a valid passport.
