Promotion of Licensing Objectives

As stated at b above we will not tolerate any unacceptable
behaviour.

The Protection of Children from Harm: We have a policy to ensure
that under age customers are not sold alcohol or tobacco. We will
challenge anyone who appears to be under 21 and demand ID. The
only ID we will accept will be photographic, e.g. driving licence,
passport, pass or valid logoed cards. If in any doubt we will not
serve.
